The Parking Board has given the go ahead for a 
Residents’ Parking Zone (RPZ) in four streets ~ 
Beaconsfield Street, Palmerston Street, 
Clarendon Street and Park Road West. 

The four streets twice voted in favour of the RPZ 
scheme. Councillors Colleen Atkins and Ian 
Nicholls spoke at the meeting and voiced the 
majority view of residents about parking problems.   

Colleen and Ian have requested that RPZ is now 
implemented as soon as possible. It is unfortunate that 
the scheme was delayed six months by the Tories and 
it looks unlikely the scheme will happen until around the 
end of this year, if there are no further hiccups.  

Your Labour councillors requested that the scheme is reviewed within a year to see how it’s 
working and in case there is a knock-on effect in other streets. If it’s successful and more 
streets want to join, then they should have that opportunity, but it’s up to residents to decide.
